4. Village Signs


Peter Garnham, NYCC Area 4 had responded as follows: 

“I can confirm that permission is not required from NYCC for simple ‘like for like’ replacements and the general maintenance of village nameplates. Should more significant work be planned however, involving excavation of the Highway, then appropriate notices will have to be sought.
I note that the signage is a mix of the old cast iron glass bead design and more modern pressed steel, with regard the latter our Highways Contractor Ringway can easily order replacements plates if the size and letter heights are provided. In any case the design of the name plate should be in accordance with the traffic signs manual – black on white lettering, Capital letters, Black border etc. I am unable to recommend a contractor who can repair or rebuild the stone walls.
A further point of note – I have recently received a draft copy of the ‘Howardian Hills Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty Design Guidance’ and note that within the document they are very keen to retain old historic village name signs such as the cast iron type with reflective beads. I appreciate that the villages are outside the AONB area however it might be worth contacting the AONB team not least because they have experience refurbishing old signage and might also be able to recommend a suitable contractor.
