1. Parish Plan and Community Emergency/Resilience/Good Neighbours Schemes – 
CW had met with Melanie Homes, Community Officer, RDC, who was now the main contact for the Parish Council. The meeting had highlighted the three grant schemes available and FH would research these.
2. Parish Defibrillator Schemes
FH reported that the cabinets and defibs are now in the phone box at Foston and on the village hall wall at Thornton-le-Clay. The required forms have been completed and sent back to Community Heartbeat Trust (CHT): 

- Warranty and Installation Form

- Ambulance Briefing Form

- Cardiac Arrest Response Seminar Request Form

FH is now awaiting to hear from CHT, but until they have commissioned the defibs remain "Not In Service". 

With the assistance of "Marcon Men" FH would commence with the signage.
FH had circulated two documents: 

- CHT Counselling Post-rescue de-brief sessions - at this stage it is for information only, but details will need to be shared via household delivery/noticeboard/website
- CHT Village Emergency Telephone System (VETS) - at this stage it if for information only, but the council will need to make a decision on whether or not it is appropriate for the parish. FH would research the annual costings.
