Rent Review – There would be no increase this year, but the parish council would take advantage of any change of ownership to increase rents. The annual review would continue, with a view to possible small increases of particularly low rents.

Maintenance of vacant allotment –

One further quote had been received: Mike Duck £1600.00 no VAT

All quotes were discussed at length and although the Parish Council could afford the work, it would use up all the Earmarked Fund, plus some of the General Reserve.
BP made an offer as follows:

After ensuring that his company had public liability insurance in place to work on the Parish Council land he would provide men and machinery to level to a reasonable plain the existing ground conditions to a minimum standard ready to overlay with top soil. He would provide approximately 20 tonnes of top soil to create a depth of approximately 8-12 inches. No existing hedges/fences would be removed. No cost for this work would be applied/levied. This offer was unanimously accepted, proposed: CW, seconded: EC
CB offered to obtain and apply grass seed. This was unanimously agreed, proposed: NC, seconded: SB

Mrs Smith had kindly obtained cost of fruit trees/bushes. Discussions took place about issues such as purchasing, planting, maintenance. The possibilities of community groups and parishioners donations in memory of loved one were also discussed

a) There is evidence that that boundary hedge/trees are owned by the neighbours, so the applicant could not remove them as indicated.

b) The windows overlooking Garden Cottage, which is not shown on the plans, should be glazed to avoid loss of privacy/amenity
