Councillors to discuss long-standing matters:

1. Allotments: FH was asked to write to the neighbouring landowner as follows “The Parish Council is disappointed to see that you have planted Laurels in the allotment and would ask you to remove them forthwith”. FH reported that BP had met the Hopes outside the White Swan Inn, had shock their hands and apologized for putting the arisings on their fire. At the Table Top Sale, FH had chatted with the Hopes and Mr Hope said he wanted what had been agreed, to be put in the minutes. FH had advised that he should put his request in writing, so the Parish Council could respond as appropriate. A parishioner had expressed an interest in the vacant allotment to a number of people, including BP, but not formally to the Parish Council. He had suggested a number of years rent free for laying top soil and “sorting out” the drainage. There were some parishioners who were most concerned about this possible intervention. In addition, he asked if he could site a shed and greenhouse on the allotment. The Parish Council unanimously agreed that this was not something they wished to proceed with.
2. Rights of Way – NTR
3. Village Furniture e.g. noticeboards, bench and defibrillator – FH suggested asking Mike Duck to quote for fixing thin galvanised sheeting to the inside backing of the noticeboards, then notices could be fixed by magnets, as the current backing is very tatty. This was unanimously agreed, so FH would ask M Duck for a quote.
