    - White Swan Inn:


North Yorkshire Council had written (29Jun23) to advise that they had received notification from the owner of their intent to dispose of the asset. As such, a six-week moratorium has been initiated from 26 June 2023, concluding Wednesday 7 August 2023 at 5pm.


Resolved / The Parish Council would, on behalf of the Save Our Swan group, make a written request to the North Yorkshire Council, during the interim moratorium period to be treated as a potential bidder, so the owner may not dispose of their asset during the full 6 month period (except as permitted by the Regulations). At the end of the 6 months moratorium period, the owner retains the usual rights to dispose of its asset as it wishes. The 6-month period in this case expires on 27 December 2023. (4 votes in favour of resolution, 1 vote against resolution, Carried)
