            Since the creation of the new North Yorkshire Council in April 2023 we have been reviewing services and consolidating resources. As part of this review, we have regretfully decided to withdraw this service.               This email is to give notice that we will be withdrawing the provision of the Council hosted website for your Parish Council on 31 March 2025.








     I enclose a leaflet from NYES Digital, which explains the services they can offer to you. There are many providers and a number of free content management systems in the private sector that could build and/or host a replacement for the ryedaleconnect.org site. If you choose to find your own solution for a replacement website there are a number of things to consider. You may need to pay for the hosting of your site and for the domain name. Some companies offer a website builder including templates etc, domain name and hosting service as part of their offered packages.

   As there is no requirement to have your own custom-built site, many parish councils share websites with other village or community-based organisations. The parish council could approach such an organisation to ask if there is a possibility of sharing, which may be cost effective and have the benefit of local technical expertise.  For information, your ryedaleconnect.org site is built using Wordpress, a free, open-source software available from Wordpress.org. It may also use some plug-ins, which are not always free of charge.
